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Wayne Historic Preservation Society

On April 29th, The Chicago Tribune reported that the City
of Wheaton had decided to discontinue financial support
of their History Center because "in these hard economic
times", the City Council members question "if its function
is vital".

Wheaton could learn a lot from the little Village of Wayne.

As far back as I can remember, and from what I have read,
even before, Village residents have always understood the
importance of honoring our history and the Village fathers
have made tremendous efforts to preserve our rural heri-
tage. In the end, these efforts have served us well. We
have made a name for ourselves in the Fox Valley as a
community that protects its citizens' quality of life and
property values in the midst of rampant urban sprawl and
unrestrained development.

In 1978, our Village Board supported the nomination of
two historic districts to the National Register of Historic
Places and subsequently empowered the Historic Sites
Commission for its oversight. We are extremely proud of
our Districts and are willing to go out of our way to pro-
tect them. In 1987, the Board allowed a group of private
citizens to place the historic Old Town Hall, which was
going to be torn down, on Village property so that the
building and what it represented would not be lost. More
recently, in 1993, as part of its preservation program, the
Board purchased the original station property from the
Chicago Northwestern Railroad, so that the old Depot
could be moved "home". For years the Board worked tire-
lessly on staving off development and preserving open
land, much to the frustration of the surrounding communi-
ties and difficulty to itself. Yearly, the Village Board ap-
proves the expenditure of funds for Wayne Day, a fall Vil-
lage-wide picnic that was created to maintain a sense of
community in an area where neighbors are sometimes

fields apart.

Times are tight, our Village is small, we have no tax base,
but our Village Board knows that maintaining our sense of
community is "vital".

The Wheaton City Council members have failed to appre-
ciate the importance of the historical body that has col-
lected and maintained their City records. The History Cen-
ter, by its mere existence, reminds citizens that the City's
roots are what have produced the flourishing city they have
inherited. As heirs, it is up to the present administration to
learn from the past, be good stewards of the present and
pass on a richer inheritance to the next generation of

Wheaton residents. Without the efforts of an Historical
Society, who will collect this information, keep it safe and
pass it on?

I would exhort all municipalities to hold their historical
organizations in high esteem, as Catl Sandburg aptly stated:
"If we have no regard for our past, we will have little fu-
ture worth remembering".

Did you know?

...that Wayne has a very proud heritage of war veterans?

For several years, I have read over the soldiet's names that
are honored in the Wayne Examiner on Veteran's Day and
at most, I would recognize four or five: a personal friend,
an acquaintance, a familiar local name. This past Novem-
ber I recognized more names of Wayne residents who
served their country at war.

As part of Tannisse Blatchford's incredible historical col-
lection, the Preservation Society received a wooden board
with an elegant eagle and the words "Honor Roll, Serving
our Country" at the top. Eighty-two names are listed,
three bear the fateful star indicating death in service.

We have a memorial to the Wayne veterans of World War
11!

It was fascinating to cross-reference these names with
Francis Peterson's detailed narrative of the war years.
"During [1942] out scroll of men in the armed services had
40 names on it. We had men sent to almost every part of
the world", he wrote. He names soldiers sent to war, cap-
tured, missing in action and sadly lists the names of those
who died in the line of duty. Some entries are humorous:
"James Coleman sent his watch home from the Pacific,
ruined by salt water". Others reveal the anguish of families
in Wayne waiting for news of their loved ones so far from
their little Village home. Proudly, he recounts that "Wayne
folks took active part in Bonds, victory gardens and blood
plasma for the Red Cross during April [of 1943]".  The
most exciting find was the entry for May of 1944: "Late in
the month an honor roll with the names of 73 service men
and women was put up in the Church as a donation from
the Stanton family. It was nice, with removable name

cards". (The Stantons lived at the end of White Thorne
Road; three Stanton names are on the Honor Roll board;
theirs is another fascinating story!)

The board is in need of repair. One of the eagle's wings
and several letters in the title are missing. The soldiet's
names are printed on heavy paper, glued to wooden slats.
Conceivably some of the names are missing, as several
slats are blank. To honor our veterans of World War I,
the Preservation Society will be fulfilling one of its mis-
sions: investigating the repair and preservation of a very
important historical memorial that commemorates
Wayne's contribution to our country's history, and making
sure that the list is complete. How proud we will be to
have such a valuable relic hanging in the Depot!

Dunham Forest Preserve Prairie Progress

On a cold February 28, 2009, Wayne Area Conservancy
Foundation volunteers Fred lozzo, Doug Hancock, Jim
Brown and John Carlisle broadcast seeded five acres in
the Dunham Forest Preserve along Army Trail Road.
Planting at this time gave our seeds the optimum oppor-
tunity to work their way into the soil during the upcoming
freeze/thaw cycles. The planted area is the north 200 feet
of the field lying south of Army Trail Road between
Honey Hill Road and the railroad depot.

There are over 50 species of prairie grasses and forbs
(flowers) included in the total of over 700 pounds of
planted seed mix. While tiny sprouts were visible early
this spring, it will take several years for the plants to es-
tablish a strong root system and begin to “grow up-
wards”. Black-eyed Susans and a few other forbs may
flower as eatly as this summer.

Our biggest challenge during the first few years, as the
plants are establishing, will be weed control. The most
effective control procedure is to mow new growth of
eight to ten inches down to a height of four to five inches.
Eventually, only spot mowing will be required. Com-
mencing with the third and subsequent seasons, con-
trolled burns every few years will enhance the growth of
the grasses and forbs and set back or kill the weeds and
non-native grasses.

The Wayne Area Conservancy Foundation hopes to re-
ceive permission from the DuPage County Forest Pre-
serve to plant additional portions of the Dunham Forest
Preserve in the future. As these new prairie plantings be-
come established, they will be a beautiful natural asset to
our community, and their root system will serve as a very
effective filter for water going into our aquifer.
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Volunteers are needed for maintenance of Equestrian
Trails, Wayne parks, Historic Oak Lawn Farm, Dunham
and the Pratt’s Wayne Woods Forest Preserves nearly all
year long. Work days are on the second Saturday of every
month.

If you can wield a lopper or pruner, power saw or weed
whacker, or just pull weeds or drag branches out of the
way...there is a job for you. Free fresh air and exercise! If
you enjoy any of the benefits of riding or the natural land-
scape in this area — can you put aside at least two Saturday
mornings a year to help?

2010 Census

In 2010, the U.S. census will define who we
are as a nation. Taken every 10 years, as re-
quired by the U.S. Constitution, the census
affects political representation and directs the allocation
of billions of dollars in government funding.

The census is a count of everyone residing in the United
States; in all 50 states, Washington, D.C., Puerto Rico,
U.S. Virgin Island, Guam, the Commonwealth of the
Northern Mariana Islands, and American Samoa. This
includes people of all ages, races, ethnic groups, both
citizens and non-citizens.

Completing the 2010 Census Questionnaire is simple and

safe.

*  The questionnaire asks only a few simple questions of
each person — name, relationship, gender, age and
date of birth, race, and whether the respondent owns
or rents his or her home. This simple, short ques-
tionnaire takes just a few minutes to complete and
return by mail. If the form is not returned by mail, a
census taker will visit your home to obtain the infor-
mation. Each household MUST be counted.

* The Census Bureau does not release or share infor-
mation that identifies individual respondents or their
household for 72 years. By law, the Census Bureau
cannot share an individual’s answers with any-
one, including welfare and immigration agencies.

2010 Census Timeline:
February - March 2010
Census questionnaires are mailed or delivered to house-
holds.
April 1, 2010
Census Day
April = July 2010
Census takers visit households that did not return a ques-
tionnaire by mail. Remember that all personnel will be
wearing credentials issued by the U.s. Census Bureau.
December 2010
By law, Census Bureau delivers population counts to
President for apportionment.
March 2011
By law, Census Bureau completes delivery of redistricting
data to states.

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Lawn Care

The Village would like to remind property owners to be
mindful of the environment and their neighbors as you or
your lawn care provider treat your grass this season. Care
should be taken when applying fertilizers, herbicides, and
pesticides to follow manufactures recommendations for
application, disposal, and clean-up of spills. Many prod-
ucts warn about exposure to children and pets, and excess
application of chemicals can contribute to impairment or
contamination in stormwater runoff.

Additionally, Illinois law provides that all lawn care com-
panies post a warning flag on treated lawns, and allows
neighbors to be alerted in advance of a commercial appli-
cation if you abut the property being treated. More infor-
mation on Public Act 91-0099, which regulates commer-
cial lawn care applications can be found at www.ilga.org.
